CONCERNING THE STUDENT STRIKE 

A meeting of concerned Anthropology gradu.;u:e students and faculty 
was he1.d at 3:00 p.m., Hay 25, 1970. Fox:t~r-five students, five 
faculty, and two members of ·the laboratory staff were present. 
The following resolutions t~e-(e adopted by that group with greater 
than a thre~-fourths majority. Thls statement does not constitute 
an official stand of the Dep3rtment of Anthropology. It merely 
clarifies the star.d of the individuals present at the meeting. 

1. We recogr.:ize that instit·Itionalized racism exists on 
this cam1 ·us. 

Z. We t<:!el that the acl.ministration did not give proper 
considen tion to the demands of the Thi:d ~Jorld 
groups ar.d made a uorally weak reapc•nse to those 
demands. 

3. We supper: the ... ius of the .;;tr-ike as set forth by 
the strib:! steering ·~ommittee. 

4. The majm ··.ty of th(' indi•1iduals f .... "-!r<~nt at the meeting 
will therefore st· i 1'-e (as the teru is currently 
def-ined Lv the strike steering conmittee) to show our 
support c•:: Third l\1orlcl PeopJ.es. 

5. Nineteen of the irdividuals present have promised to 
donate tl.::ee days pay to F'EP in further support of 
Thir-d Wo1ld People at Washington ~:tat .a University. 

6. The Anth1 opology tr.ldtJate students will support as a 
group an~ ind~cv.i.dua ... of the Department of Ant:nropology 
who strH es c,.nd gs a g-c'i.:> ~p will further suppm·t any of 
our r.cemb( rs r,rho are prosecuted by the University for 
their act i-: n~>.
